In April 2016 we started to
publish the reports and
accounts of all charities with
an income of £25,000 or
more and all Scottish
Charitable Incorporated
Organisations (SCIOs).

Transparency and
accountability are important drivers for public trust and confidence,
and we felt that publishing these reports and accounts would
stimulate higher levels of transparency across the sector.

Since then, we have often been asked...

“Why do you redact accounts on the Scottish Charity Register?”

The answer is that our current legislation does not make it possible
for us to publish reports and accounts without redacting them first.
